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Procedures and Policies for maintaining and utilizing Physical, Academic and support 

facilities – laboratory, library, sports complex, computers, classrooms etc. : 

 

The college ensures optimum allocation and utilization of available financial resources for 

maintenance and upkeep of the facilities. There is separate budgetary provision in the annual budget for 

maintenance of the campus infrastructure. The funding is also available from funding agency like UGC, 

University and Research schemes etc. The college prepares financial requirements under various budget 

heads and submits it to the College Development Committee (CDC) in every academic year. The College 

Development Committee (CDC) looks into the financial needs of the college. The proposed budget 

including the requirements of all the departments and activities is approved by CDC after satisfactory 

explanations. As per guidelines and permission of CDC, college take necessary action to maintain and 

upkeep the infrastructure. 

 

infrastructure Maintenance:  

The parent institution Ahmednagar Jilha Maratha Vidya Prasarak Samaj, Ahmednagar has appointed “Om 

Sai Consultants (Architect, Engineer and Government Valuers), Ahmednagar” for looking into issues 

related with up-gradation/ maintenance / repairs of the campus infrastructure. The college brings the 

necessary repairs to the notice of concerned agency. The budgetary provisions are made for such repairs/ 

extensions and maintenance.  For the maintenance of campus utilities such as Lawn and gardens, classrooms 

the local agencies are appointed. The regular maintenance of lawn, garden is done by the support staff. If 

necessary, persons /agencies are outsourced for the said work.  

The support staff members as per their assigned duties keep campus clean and beautiful. 

 

The duties of support staff are as follows: 

• Cleaning and Maintenance of Classrooms, Laboratories and the adjoining area 

• Campus upkeep (cleaning of campus including parking areas) 

• Cleaning of urinals, toilets and washrooms 

• Garden Maintenance 

 

2. Instrumentation Calibration:  

              The maintenance of IT infrastructure and other high end equipment’s is done through management 

appointed software and hardware engineers. For the calibration of high end instruments such as HPLC, GC, 
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Spectrophotometer etc. technicians and engineers are outsourced as per the requirements. Even, faculty 

from BCS department of the college looks after the minor maintenance of the IT infrastructure. The college 

hires technician for maintenance of hardware, software, IT infrastructure and Electrical Maintenance in the 

premises.  

For minor instruments like pH meter, conductometer, potentiometer etc., calibrations are done regularly at 

the time of using the instrument.Standard instruments are calibrated using the Standard Operating 

Procedures: like HPLC (High Performance Liquid Chromatography), Muffle Furnace, GC (Gas 

Chromatography), Research Microscope and UV Spectrophotometer etc. There is a voltage stabilizer for 

sophisticated instruments like GC and HPLC. 

 

 Purchase of New Instruments:  

After verification of needs and requirements of the departments by purchase committee, the 

concerned departments can proceed for the purchase.  The instruments / equipment in the laboratories are 

well maintained and standard operation procedures are followed whenever used. Regular maintenance of 

instruments is also done through departmental annual budget. 

4. Power Supply:  

        The Maharashtra State Electricity Board has installed separate transformer for constant and 

uninterrupted power supply. Along with this, the college utilizes renewable energy sources. College has 

installed On Grid Solar Power Plant of 20 KWP capacity. It has made college self-sufficient in power 

generation.  To avoid the dangers of power fluctuations the college has purchased two voltage stabilizers 

respectively of 10 KW and 7 KW. In case of emergencies and power cuts the college has purchased a 

generator of 40 KVA capacities. The laboratories, library and administrative office are connected to backup 

system for the constant supply of electricity.  

5. Water Supply and Resources:  

Though, the college is situated in drought prone region, it has good water resources available for the 

maintenance of its lush green campus. The college has its own 65 ft. deep open well with 3 HP electrical 

pump and a tube well with 1 HP electric pump. Even the college has done rain water harvesting in the 

campus, so as the water collected on the roof of its buildings is released in the open well. It naturally helps 

to increase the ground water level.  For drinking water, college has a separate 2 inch connection of fresh 

and potable water supply from the Nagarparishad of Shevgaon. College has installed underground and 

overhead tanks of sizeable capacity of different location. In case of water shortages, college can hire water 

tankers from neighboring locality. In case of power failure, college has a standby generator of 40 KW 

capacity.
